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ACT or SAT? Which Is Better?

So, what are the SAT and ACT really about? Since middle school
teachers and guidance counselors have been bothering us and
cramming information into our brains about these two tests. Do
we really know what they are all about, though?

The SAT or Scholastic Aptitude (Assessment) Test is a standard-
ized test taken by high school students in the U.S. for admission
into college. It is intended
college and was first introduced in 1901.

The test itself is broken up into 3 sections: Math, Critical Read-
ing, & Writing. Each section has a possible high score 800
points with a test total of 600 -2400 points.

The SAT takes about 3 hours and 45 minutes to take and costs
$47 for U.S. students and $75 for international students. If you
visit the website www.collegeboard.org, you can sign up for the
SAT, the PSAT, and also the ACT. These tests are available sev
times a year.

The PSAT (which is a practice test) is recommended during the
fall of your junior year and then the SAT should be taken in the
winter/spring of your senior year.

The ACT is also a standardized test for U.S. high school students
seeking admission into college. It stands for American College
Testing. Itis comprised of 4 sections: Math, English, Reading, &
Science Reasoning. There has been also been a recent addition
of an optional Writing section. Some guidance counselors rec-
ommend that students take this section because most colleges
look for an essay.

nalthough the ACT is gaining popularity on the East Coast.
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Each of the 4 main sections are scored individually on a scale of
1-36. A composite score is then given as an average of the 4 main|
sections. The cost is $33 for the basic test & $48 for the basic tes
plus the writing section.

The ACT is more widely used in the Midwestern & Southern U.S.
and the SAT is more popular in the Eastern & Western Coasts,

Use of the ACT by colleges has risen in response to various criti-
cisms of the effectiveness & fairness of the SAT. Even the group,
MENSA (a high 1Q group) allows use of the ACT test for member-
ship admission if the test was taken prior to September 1989 and
a composite score of 29 or better was received.

Whichever test you take, you need to be well prepared. Many
classes, groups and books will help you prepare for these all
important tests. EFCA even offers an SAT Prep class (usually in
the fall). You can also check with our guidance counselor, Miss
Peterson, to get advice about which test would be the best for you.
